All deliveries to sites are to be inspected and 
carefully checked prior to the vans departure from the premises. 

Estimating Assisting and advising with estimating as required. 

Surveying To carry out condition surveys as required on any lime restoration projects. 
With use of a tablet and camera to document findings.  

Record keeping Keep accurate records of all time spent and full notes as to the methods and 
materials used. 

Meetings Attend all meetings as required on site or in the office. 



Customers Customer liaison which includes giving advice both technical and aesthetic. 
Customer Service is of high importance to the company, always remain 
polite and calm when talking to customers and ask for help from a line 
manager if necessary.
